Environmental Educators of North Carolina to Host Upcoming River Cleanup

(ASHEVILLE, NC) What does it mean to be environmentally literate? A group known as the Environmental Educators of North Carolina (EENC) says environmental literacy includes skills and knowledge that enable citizens to take action to solve environmental problems. EENC is the non-profit, professional organization for Environmental Educators from across the state who work at schools, park, museums, science centers, botanical gardens, universities, government agencies, research facilities, youth organzations, churches, businesses, and industries.
