RiverLink is still recruiting for the first two positions. We intend to make this a diverse committee comprised of a broad cross-section of our community: academics, city employees, business owners, and non-profits will all be considered and are encouraged to apply.

Attend biannual committee meetings • Design an educational presentation to present for the public as part of a series of natural resource lessons • Be available for consultation on specific issues relating to area of expertise
