DIRECTIONS
Amboy Rd, across from Citgo station. Parking available.

I-26 from South Asheville to 240:

You can only get to Amboy Rd from 240 EAST- there is no exit on 240 West. 

Take exit 1C and merge onto Amboy Rd. Go about ½ mile- you will see a Citgo station on your left- EDACO is on your right. After the fenced area you will see a parking lot.

From South Asheville, Biltmore Village............Biltmore Avenue to intersection of Swannanoa River Road and Meadow Road. There is a Wendy's at that intersection. Turn onto Meadow Road between a gas station and a Chinese restaurant (away from the Wendy's). At second traffic light turn left onto Amboy Rd.  Go about ½ mile- you will see a Citgo station on your right- EDACO is on your left. Before the fenced area you will see a parking lot.



From North Asheville, Merrimon Avenue............Turn west onto Weaver Blvd. At Broadway, turn right (north). At light (I-26 junction), turn left onto Riverside Drive. After approximately 3 miles, you come to a stop sign which does not allow you to continue straight ahead. (Stepp Stoneworks). Turn right onto Lyman St. Go about 1.5 miles and turn right at first stop light onto Amboy Rd. Go about ½ mile- you will see a Citgo station on your right- EDACO is on your left. Before the fenced area you will see a parking lot.



From Downtown..................At intersection of Patton Avenue and Clingman Avenue, take the loop off Patton Avenue (you must turn right to make a left hand turn) (just before the I-240 entrance ramp) and onto Clingman Avenue. Straight through traffic light at Patton Avenue and straight through traffic light on Hilliard Avenue for .4 miles. At bottom of hill and across from the Silver Dollar Cafe, use left turn lane to Clingman. First stop is a five-way intersection. Turn slight right/straight onto Lyman St. Cross train tracks and curve left to stay on Lyman. Go about 1.5 miles and turn right at first stop light onto Amboy Rd. Go about ½ mile- you will see a Citgo station on your right- EDACO is on your left. Before the fenced area you will see a parking lot.

If you want to map it, the closest address is 190 Amboy Road.
