Objectives: RiverLink would like to generate interest and understanding of river system restoration and preservation by bringing hands-on experiences into the classroom and to the general public.  We seek to develop an adaptable curriculum, when utilized by interns, to deliver this message to elementary, middle and high school students as well as the public at large.  We seek to educate the community, raise environmental awareness, and in effect influence the development of environmental leaders within our community.

Help organize and participate in outreach and education programs. Create, coordinate and/or conduct Project WET educational programs about watersheds for schools, summer camps, and community groups. 

Interns will lead groups on various tours, present formal lessons to school and civic groups, and lead public educational events and/or outings.  Interns should be knowledgeable about river systems (specifically the French Broad River Watershed), including river ecology, natural history, and environmental restoration and preservation.  
Interns will assist the education coordinator with special events such as the River of Words Art & Poetry Contest in the spring and River Camps during the summer. Interns will be allowed the flexibility of working within their areas of interest as they pertain to Riverlink’s mission.   

General Requirements and Guidelines:
· Interns should enjoy talking to groups/public
· Interns must be able to work independently as well as under supervision.

· Interns must be willing to work with a range of age groups and diverse populations
· Scheduling is flexible, but must be approved at least a week in advance.

· Education Coordinator will make class/tour/outing assignments and interns are responsible for signing up for dates that fit their schedules.

· Once training is complete, interns are encouraged to generate topics and outing curriculums, with assistance from the RiverLink if needed. The Project WET curriculum will also be available for interns to use in designing their programs.
